L uis Arturo Silva Orellana, 80, passed away on July 19, 2020 in Miami, Florida.
Luis was born on August 6, 1939 in Guayaquil, Ecuador. Luis, endeared to
many as “Lucho,” studied to be a telegraph operator and later worked as a Master
Carpenter for the national Ecuadorian ship building company based in Guayaquil
and later for Seaboard Marines in Miami for many years. He is survived by his
beloved mother, Maria Irene Silva; his two daughters and son, Martha Ivonne Silva,
Mirtha Azucena Monroy and Lerik “Pancho” Silva, as well as his grandchildren,
Stephanie Marie Arritola, Katherine Rebecca Cabrera, Sarah Nicole Flores, Victoria

Luis not only found a lifelong friendship with the art of carpentry, but also a love of music and
melodies to his soul. He always had a song in his heart and on his lips. His spirit lightened to the
tunes of Los Panchos, Elvis Presley, and Dean Martin. He sang with gusto alongside mariachis and
a plate of Ecuadorian ceviche on his birthdays, or to Julio Jaramillo on any given afternoon just
the same. But his special connection and love for the music of Nat King Cole is truly
unforgettable. His homemade habanero picante was spicier than the hottest Miami summer day
and not for the faint of heart, but he would share it with just about anyone who came by the
house and dared to try it, accompanied by his latest joke of the week—sometimes in a Donald
Duck voice—and he always had one. And though humor was always synonymous with his
character, his endless fascination and affinity for da Vinci’s “Mona Lisa” revealed a subtle
sensitivity to the man. Other nuanced pieces of art he appreciated: a good watch, a good novel,
mamey juice, Paco Rabanne cologne, fancy pens (especially Cross & Montblanc), Florsheim shoes,
reruns of Tom & Jerry, Elvis Presley and Jerry Lewis films alongside his children on Sunday
mornings. His last request: “please take care of my mother.” Luis was well loved and will be missed
by all who loved and knew him. By the grace of God, who he came to know, his family, friends,

and loved ones know he is cha-cha-cha’ing his way through Heaven.
